The FAACPA maintains good rapport with
organizations such as the Washington Society of
CPAs, Washington State Board of Accountancy,
Internal Revenue Service by inviting their officers as
guests in general membership meetings and
inaugural events and by active participation in the
Volunteer Income Tax Assistance (VITA) program
of the LLR.S., Accounting Career Night for Minority
Students of the WSCPA, and public hearings on
proposed legislation affecting Filipino CPAs in the
State. The FAACPA has also sponsored events such
as the annual picnic, Christmas party and Christmas
caroling for members and their families.

The election of the 1986 FAACPA officers and
Board of Directors took place at the Sandpoint
Officers’ Club in November 1985, following the
approval of amendments to the Constitution and
By-Laws by the general membership. Elected were:
Bert Golla, President; Narci Damo, Vice-President;
Antonio Paz, Secretary; Julie Viray, Treasurer;
Michel Landicho, Danny Maquiraya, Pete Mendoza,
Phil Turla and Leandro Valmonte, Board of
Directors. The 3rd FAACPA inaugural ball was held
at the Four Seasons Olympic Hotel on May 17,
1986. This event was celebrated together with the
first inaugural of the National Council of Filipino-
American CPAs.

The National Council of Filipino-American CPAs
(NCFCPA) is composed of organized groups of
Filipino-American CPAs in the U.S.A. sharing
common objectives. The Charter members of the
National Council are: the Filipino-American
Association of CPAs in Washington (FAACPA), the
Philippine Institute of CPAs (PICPA), U.S.A. and
So. California Chapter, and the Philippine CPAs of
Greater Chicago (PCPA). Officers of the National
Council for 1986-1987 are: Reynaldo Pimentel
(PICPA, U.S.A.), President; Elmer Simbol (PICPA,
So. Cal.), Vice-President; Michel Landicho
(FAACPA, Wash.), Secretary; and Luminoso Cruz
(PICPA, So. Cal.), Treasurer.

The first get-together of Washington CPAs was held
at the residence of publisher/editor Diony Corsilles
in December 1982 and was followed by the election
of the first set of officers at the Sheraton Hotel in
September 1983. The elected officers for 1984
were: Sesinando Cantor, President; Cesar
Castaneda, Vice-President; Michel Landicho,
Secretary; and Benjamin Pascual, Treasurer.
President Cantor drafted the provisions of the
original FAACPA Constitution and By-Laws which
was ratified by the general membership in 1984.
The first FAACPA inaugural ball was held on May
12, 1984 at the Madison Hotel.

Growth in FAACPA membership came from active
recruitment, FAACPA sponsored seminars and
technical sessions, and regular Board of Directors
and general membership meetings every month.
Guest speakers at general membership meetings
have helped keep members informed and updated
on accounting and other issues of professional
interest. Members are also informed of important
activities and meeting agendas through regular
announcements, newsletters and local press
releases.

In September 1984, the election of the second set
of officers of the FAACPA took place at the Wharf
Restaurant. Elected were: Rufo Bruan Jr.,
President; Leandro Valmonte, Vice-President;
Zenaida Manaloto, Secretary; and Caryl Ausejo,
Treasurer. Board members for 1985 were: Bert
Golla, Myrna Valdez, Cesar Castaneda and Leticia
Macapinlac. The 2nd inaugural ball was held at the
Westin Hotel on May 25, 1985. This event
coincided with the signing of a joint position paper
on the formation of the National Council of Filipino-
American CPAs by the FAACPA and other Filipino-
American CPA organizations in the U.S.A.
